International Human Rights Day was celebrated on 10" December 2023
organised by National Service Scheme, University of Mysore, Mysuru in association
with (National Service Scheme) NSS Units, SBRR Mahajana First Grade College, (A),
IQAC and SBRR Mahajana Law College, Jayalakshmipuram, Mysuru.

Human Rights Day is observed by the international community every year on 10
December. It commemorates the day in 1948 the United Nations General Assembly

adopted the Universal Declaration of Human Rights.

The formal inception of Human Rights Day dates from 1950, after the Assembly
passed resolution 423 (V) inviting all States and interested organizations to adopt 10

December of each year as Human Rights Day.

When the General Assembly adopted the Declaration, it was proclaimed as a
"common standard of achievement for all peoples and all nations", towards which
individuals and societies should "strive by progressive measures, national and

international, to secure their universal and effective recognition and observance".

The Universal Declaration of Human Rights sets out a broad range of
fundamental rights and freedoms to which all of us are entitled. It guarantees the rights
of every individual everywhere, without distinction based on nationality, place of

residence, gender, national or ethnic origin, religion, language, or any other status.

Dr N Satish Gowda, Associate Professor, Dept of Law, Bangalore University,
Bengaluru, inaugurated the programme and addressed the gathering stating the

Importance of Human Rights in the present scenario.

Human Rights are an important part of Democracy and every Citizen should be
aware of Human Rights and protect their rights, said Dr N Satish Gowda. Maximum
extent of human rights has been enshrined in Indian Constitution, but it has been
implemented at a minimum level, which is really a tragedy. Human Rights are very

important for a better life. The responsibility of protecting their rights is on the citizens.
